3. Read and think about the quote by John Milton below. “Paradise Lost” was
published in 1667.
4. Can you see a connection between the thought expressed [ausgedrickt] in
Milton’s poem and the perspectives of Margo and Quentin looking down on
Orlando from the SunTrust conference room? Explain!
